1. If you’d like to be updated and involved in any of the live auctions please 
register your interest with us, along with the item you are interested in and 
the maximum you are prepared to pay. We will keep you in the lead if 
required at less than your maximum until such time as your maximum is 
reached. If you wish us to call you once your maximum is passed you will 
need to let us know and be available to answer your phone. We will do our 
best to call you but if we can’t get through, we can’t be held responsible. 
The best advice is to set your maximum as high as you wish to go to be sure 
to pass any other live bid until such time as you are happy to let it go to 
another bidder.  
 

2. If you’re the winner of a silent or live auction item, one of our team will 
contact you immediately to let you know and confirm payment details. As 
this is an auction event you are obligated to pay the amount you bid as soon 
as possible.

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Checklist:
•  The measure should be placed on a flat surface.
•  The tip of either the upper or lower jaw must touch the edge of the L shaped plastic end of the measure.
•  The jaw of the Snapper must not be distorted in an attempt to exaggerate the length.
•  The V of the tail should be in the midline of the measure.
•  Snapper should be measured fresh and not significantly cut so that the length may be a�ected.
